Proposal 1

Proposal regarding rear disc brakes in Period 2

Proposal: Rear disc brakes shall not be allowed in Period 2 classes except
750cc

In #3.7in our Machine Regulations covering classes up to and including 1972 tom 1972 it was
before the 2008 Nordic Discipline Meeting stated that ” On four stroke machines, drum
brakes may be replaced with disc brakes.” After this meeting the addition ”"both rear and
front” was made.

The older writing was introduced when front disc brakes became allowed. At that time, it
was considered so obvious that we were only talking about front brakes and therefore,
unfortunately no one thought it necessary to point out in the regulations that the decision
only covered front brakes.

Rear disc brakes were used on some 750’ies before 1973, but in the smaller classes it was
very rare. After extensive research by Robert Lavér and Ingemar Stig, the only machine
smaller than 750 found with rear disc brake was a Difazio 500 with a Suzuki T500 engine.
This is a very special machine with hub steering and other at that time experimental
features. As for smaller machines, we have not found a single machine with rear disc brake.
Not until the mid 70ies rear disc brakes started to appear in the racing circus.

According to Pentti Elo, there was an Aermacchi racer equipped with rear disc brake within
the period. We do not doubt the correctness of this, although it would be interesting to have
some more information on this machine. Since we consider this as a unique machine, we do
not think that rear disc brake can be considered typical for this era. (We still remember the
hard discussions prior to allowing front disc brake on all four stroke machines.) As usual,
original machines and exact replicas are allowed, which makes it possible to use rear disc
brakes on machines proven to have had this during the period.

The interpretation that rear disc brakes were allowed has lead to a couple of 350-machines
appearing with rear disc brakes, e.g. Pentti Elo’s Aermacchi, Kari Salonen’s Honda CB350 and
0dd Oiseth’s Moto-Morini.

We do not think that this is typical for Period 2 machines up to 350 cc and therefore we
want to forbid general use.

For 750ies it should be allowed and for 500 machines, we propose a temporary ban until it
can be proven to have been used in enough extent to motivate an approval.
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3.1 The machine shall be race-type and match machines from within the period

Motion regarding use of rear disc brakes in Period 2, four stroke bikes:
1. Forbid general use in classes up to 350 cc (classes 1, 2, 3 and 4).

2. Investigate if rear disc brakes were used in enough extent to motivate
the use in the 500 class (class 5). Until a decision is taken, rear disc
brakes are forbidden.

3. Allow general use in the 750 class (class 6).

PROPOSAL OF NEW REGULATIONS

According to Swedish request for new regulations propose, which prohibits usage
Of rear disc brake all classes 2, 3,4 and 5.

We would like to have discussion about the reason of propose and how we can make
Competitions more even between different bikes of concerning the classes mentioned
above.

Our point of view we would like remind the following facts:

1. If rear disc brakes would be not approved, the classic racing cut--  off date must be
changed

2. In Class 2 and 3 prohibition of rear disc brake (affects only for4-- strokes) would

be dramatic.
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The difference of regulations between 2-— and 4-- strokes favours now for 2--
~ strokes. After this alterations of regulation will increase the favour even more for 2--
~ strokes.

3. Class 4 will change practically Honda CB350 class

Our proposals:

In Class 4 should restrict of using Honda CB350 for classic racing because of the
following reasons:

a. Honda CB350 does not have any approved or documented racing history beyond

classic racing cut-- off dates in Europe and therefore shall not have classic racing
status.

b. Honda CB350 shall not approve for classic racing in England, only for sportmans

race status or alternative of above proposal:

b. Class 4 competitions there is hardly none of original or replica racing bikes for

e.g. last race in Sweden/Sviestad. Honda CB350 is most common. Therefore our

proposal is that Honda CB350 bikes must have drumbrakes front and rear.

That change will make competitions more even and courage racers compete with

— All proposals received shall be distributed to all other countries for review. Motions
that have not been made available to other countries in due time before the Nordic
Discipline Meeting (NDM) cannot be brought up for decision. For simplicity and to
ensure enough information is submitted, motions should be written on a special
template. If it is concluded at the rules parliaments that the motion needs to be
further clarified before the NDM, it should be the responsibility of the country of
origin to make such a preparation. The result of this preparation shall be submitted
to the other countries before the NDM.

— All countries must review all motions received and come up with a recommendation
before the NDM. All these recommendations must be made available to all other
countries well in advance of the coming NDM.

Last year we talked about establishing a "Free for All" class.

| see the possibility in modifying the Big Forgotten (7A) to an Unlimited class
like they have in England.

When English 750 riders come to Linkoping, they also participate in the Big
Forgotten class with the same bike.

The way our rules are written today, it's not allowed to participate with the
same bike from 1972 in both 750 and Big Forgotten.

If we change the class to a "Unlimited 1300ccm, up to 1979" class, the best 350
- 500 and 750 ccm could also participate in this class.

In Linkoping and Karlskoga there were riders participating in 750 and Big
Forgotten on the same bike. This will, in this case, in the future be allowed and
at the same time it will give us more double starts which will better our
economy.

Proposal 5
History:

A couple of years ago, we wrote a special regulation for 50cc, because we felt that the general
regul ation did not have any support in

This special regulation has been in use for some time now but we feel some adjustments are
necessary. First of all we want to make a regulation that is in agreement with 50cc racing in
Europe. Nowadays, we have a lot of activities together through races, exhibitions etc.

The expansion of Internet has increased the understanding of the true history of 50cc racing
nationally and worldwide. There are two websites that have been important for us and were
history and present activities are shown. One is the Dutch site where all top drivers that still
are active in the sport are presented. (http://www.classic50cc.eu/)

The other is created by Anders Elsberg, Denmark. He has through the years catalogued,
interviewed and documented the history of 50cc racing. His site is a “goldmine” for every
50cc enthusiast. (http://www.elsberg-tuning.dk/)

We said that it might be some adjustments when we approved the Special regulation for
50cc in 2004, and now we will.

The active drivers in class 2B 50cc in the Nordic countries have worked with the changes
during some time now and are supporting this proposal.

In the Netherlands active top drivers like Martijn Stehouwer, Aalt Toersen och Wim Heeroma
have produced a 50cc regulation, and in agreement with that we have done some adjustments
to our regulation.

They have a series of races together with Germans and Belgians and they have come up with
a handicap system to level out the differences between race bikes. We are not included in this
series so we will not use the handicap system in the Nordic Classic racing.

The adjustments we propose are:

- A Nordic Expert Committee that initially will comprise Christer Hjertner Sweden
MCHK-R machine committee, Anders Elsberg Denmark, technique and historical
expert and Kalle Strandman Sweden, MCHK-R class 2B represent. This Committee will
make a preparatory assessment of the race bike from the categories below.

Category 1: Genuine race bike with documentation.

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Category 2: Replica of genuine race bike with documentation.

Category 3: Homemade race bike that fits within the time that the bike is to represent,
according to building methods, style and parts.

Our present regulation has a similar meaning but we want to clarify by using the three

categories and by removing the 1972 limitation (The general Classic regulation) that has no
connection to 50cc racing.

Additional Machine Regulation for class 2B 50cc 1961 83

1.0 Category 1 racer:

Generally a machine will be eligible if it has been raced in a national or international 50cc
event during the 50 cc era 1961-83, provided the appearance and specification is unchanged.

1.1 Category 2 racer:

A replica of a genuine machine may also be allowed, provided the main components (frame,
motor, front fork, fuel tank, seat, fairing, wheels and brakes) comply with the original.

2.0 Category 3 racer:

If the machine do not comply with the requirements above, the owner should contact the
Machine Committee or the class representative before commencing building the machine.
About the execution and details it is the builder who shall prove that they meet the demands
of the regulations in uncertain cases. The race bike shall be built to look like one time period,
so chassis from the 60’s shall not be fitted with a engine or fairing from the 80’s.

2.1 Frame:

The frame type shall be of type back bone, pressed steel plate, monocoque or made from
circular tubing. Beam frame made of 2 larger profiles like Honda RS 125 1988 is

not approved.

2.2 Wheels:

The wheels shall be 18” or 19” diameter, spoked with aluminum or chrome rims. Cast
aluminium or magnesium rims with look from right time era.
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2.3 Tyres:
Tyres shall be threaded. Slick tyres, slick tyres with cut threads or rain tyres are not allowed
2.4 Front fork:

Maximum allowed diameter for the fork stanchions are 30 mm. Hydraulik, anti dive or
upside down forks are not allowed.

2.4 Rear swing arm:

The swing arm shall be manufactured from circular or rectangular tubing and equipped with
2 shock absorbers or central placed suspension. Linkage for the suspension units not
allowed.

2.6.1 Engne:

All engines that have been raced in national or international 50ccm events through 1983 are
allowed. The main parts of the motor (cylinder head, cylinder and crankcase) shall comply
with period parts before 1983.

2.6.2
Side covers may be modified or removed. Conversion to rotary inlet valve and to dry clutch
is allowed.

2.6.3

There are no tuning restrictions. Parts from different manufacturers may be used. The gear
box is limited to 6 speeds (except for replicas described in §1.1). Manually operated overdrive
is allowed.

Modern cylinder must be covered with an
Homemade engine (machined of a solid aluminium, billet) shall be a replica.

2.7 Carburettor:

The carburettor can have cylindrical or flatslide throttle.

Approved cylindrical throttle carburettors are Mikuni type VM, Dellorto or Kehin.
Approved flatslide carburettors are Lectron, Pekar/Lenkar and Gardner.

D-throttel (like Kehin PWK) and Powerjet are not approved. Reed valve is not approved.

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2.8 Fairing, seat, fuel tank, levers and handlebars:

Shall be of type and model that was used within the period. Decals and painting shall be
typical for the period. Foot pegs etc. shall be in accordance with SVEMO'’s technical
regulations. Carbon fiber should be painted and not visible.

2.9 Ignition:

There is no restriction to the ignition system. It should be covered, either fit inside a time
like box or hidden. Data log and “knock sensor” not approved.

2.10 Instrument:
There is no restriction but fit with in time, no digital.
2.11 Brakes:

The machine shall be equipped with drum or disc brakes with period look and size. No wave
disc. Maximum 2 piston calipers.

2.12 Silencing:

Silencing shall be in accordance with SVEMO's technical regulations (Applies to all machines,
also those listed in §1.0).

2.13 Exhaust system:
There is no restriction to the exhaust system.
2.14 Fuel:

Only commercially available petrol is allowed (Applies to all machines, also those listed in
§1.0).
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2.15 Others:

The machine shall be prepared to a high standard down to details and painting, and have a
period look.

Things that have not been mentioned or clearly been approved in this Regulations are
not allowed!

Over this additional Machine Regulation for class 2B applies:
- MCHK -R General Classic Regulation

- SVEMO's technical regulations.

- A list of approved part will be established and be updated continuously.

Proposal 6

Framburkade sidecars eligible in class MCS 8C is to be included in the regulation.

Proposal 7

Kawasaki zI 900 -73 shall not be eligible in MCS 8A. Shall belong to class MCS 8C. This
machine was not available on the market during the 1972 season.
